VERBS OF MOVEMENT - FUTURE TENSE

1. JET (já jedu)
já pojedu = I will go (by means of transport - once)

Kdy pojedeš na dovolenou? = When will you go on holiday?
A kam pojedeš na dovolenou? = And where will you go on holiday?
Pojedu na Bali. = I will go to Bali. (you may also say: poletím na Bali)

2. JÍT (já jdu)
já půjdu = I will go on foot, walk - once

Kam půjdeš odpoledne? = Where will you go in the afternoon?
Kdy půjdeš na návštěvu k babičce? = When will you go for a visit
to Grandma? (When are you going to visit Grandma?)
Půjdu k babičce zítra v poledne.  Babička mě pozvala na oběd.  = I'm
going to Grandma's tomorrow at noon. Grandma invited me to lunch.

3. LETĚT (já letím)
já poletím = I will fly (once)

Kdy poletíš na Bali? = When will you fly to Bali?
Na Bali poletím v srpnu. = I will fly to Bali in August.
A jak dlouho poletíš na Bali? = And how long will you fly to Bali
Poletím sedmnáct a půl hodiny. To je krátký let. = I'll fly seventeen and a
half hours. That's a short flight.

We will have a look at JEZDIT, CHODIT, LÉTAT and their future tense in the upcoming episodes
because they express repeated action a form the future tense with BUDU.
